combination of facilities, amenities,
attractions, activities, and
accommodations. A presentation
on the potential for a national meet
at the site was made to the Board at
their May meeting. After
considerable discussion and
inquiry, the Board voted to take the
guestion of possible national meet
sponsorship to the club membership
at the July General Meeting.
Having successfully completed this
first step, the committee then
returned to the preferred location in
order to firm up some details and to
reconfirm the basic commitments
made by the property. Thiswas
considered an important and
necessary step in order to have all
the relevant information and
material available to support the
presentation at the July General
Meeting. At thisrecent meeting
with the hotel, things were going
well (commitments confirmed and
details being worked out) until we
learned that since we had last
spoken to the property, another

major commitment had been made
for the same multi day time period
we had been considering for the
national meet. 1n addition to
making possible room availability
demands, this major show had been
booked into some of the convention
and exhibition space that
(depending on the exact nature of
meet activities ultimately
scheduled) we might need. The
nature of this other show was such
that it draws heavy interest from the
surrounding area, generating
considerable foot and vehicular
traffic, as well as parking space
demand, possibly compromising
our ability to successfully hold the
concourse without interference.
Additionally, effective separation
non national meet traffic from our
club vehicles (imagine your ' 40
Ford surrounded by civilian
Toyotas) could be an issue.

Finally, it was the committee’s
judgment the nature of this other
show might not be a good mix with
anational meet. Our dtrategy is

Regional Group, a non-profit club
founded in 1970, dedicated to the
restoration and preservation of Ford
Motor Company vehicles manufactured
from 1932 to 1953.

**** What Ever Happened to the Yugo? ****

It was the little car that couldn’t, or wouldn’t. It
was a little car that came onboard in 1985. In
case you don’t remember, Yugos were made in
Kosovo, Yugoslavia. It was small, cheap and
badly made, and was a source of derision, but
for amusement purposes it was a front runner.
In fact, that category was its only feature.

The Yugo® base price was $3995, and
dealers offered them for $99 down, and $99 a
month until they rusted out. Even Fortune
magazine was taken in proclaiming Yugo was
an outstanding production
car for 1985. Remember,
the “New Coke" that was
short-lived was also
recommended by
Fortune.

The Yugo sold 1000
cars in its first day, many
buying sight unseen.
Unfortunately, the factory
was unsuited for car
manufacture; it had been
previously used for
making hand grenades. You should be advised
to check out the trunk.

But there was good news — morale was high
due to a plentiful supply of plum brandy where
workers began drinking in the morning, and
through the stoppages on the assembly line,
and in spontaneous toasts.

The car soldiered along until 1999 when
NATO forces bombed the assembly line. NATO
had a grudge against Serbian President
Milosevic's atrocities in Kosovo. Mangled
Yugos swung from conveyor belts.

Even in their ®@eyday@ only remember
seeing just one. There are not any in museums,
probably didn’t last long enough for “collector
status”. It was the only car that rusted out in the
showroom. It featured a rear window heater that
kept your hands warm while pushing it.

The car was referred to as
a lemon, a turkey, a dud, a
failure, a boondoggle, a
blunder and a bust.
